Press for
1 second to select previous track.

5. LED indicator. Blue Flashing LED indicates Bluetooth paring in progress. Solid
blue LED indicates music playback. Red LED indicates charging and will
automatically shut off once unit is fully charged.

6. Power On / Off switch. Press for 3 seconds to power on or off. Unit will
automatically shut off after 5 minutes if no devices are paired.

7. Play/ Pause button.
8. Micro USB charging port with waterproof dust cover.

Power ON/OFF

e To turn on your RPB1 push and hold the power on button (see page 4, item 6)
for 3 seconds. You will hear a sound and the blue LED will flash. At this point
the speaker is ready for use.

e To run off the unit, press and hold the power button for 3 seconds. You will
hear a sound and the blue LED will turn off.

NOTE: To help preserve battery life, this unit features an Auto Off

function which will automatically power down the unit when it has not
been in use for 5 minutes.




Bluetooth Playback

e Turn on the Bluetooth feature on your device (i Phone, i Pad, i Pod touch, An
droid device, computer, tablet, smart phone, or MP3 player) and ensure that it
is in “discoverable” mode.

e Power on the RPB1.

e Search for the name “Rockville” in your device’s list of available devices. Se
lect to initiate paring.

e Once paired, music can be controlled via the speaker unit (see page 4, items
2 and 4). You can Play/Pause, adjust volume, and move forward/backward
through tracks.

NFC Playback

e Search your NFC enabled mobile device for available connections. If applicable
select or turn on the option to “allow data exchange when close to other
devices”.

e Power on the RPB1.

* Once connected you will hear voice prompt confirming that the connection has
been successful.

e Music can be controlled via the speaker unit (see page 4, items 2 and 4). You
can Play/Pause, adjust volume, and move forward/backward through tracks.

NOTE: If you are unable to connect to your device or do not see it in
the list of available devices, you may need to delete some items from
the list.

NOTE: When making and receiving calls, music will pause until call
has ended.

Charging

The RPB1 will emit warning beeps when the battery is low. To recharge the unit

please follow the procedure below.

e Turn off the unit.

¢ Using the included USB cable, connect one end to the Micro USB port on the
unit (page 4, item 8) and the other to a computer USB port or any other USB
charging device whose output is DC5V/ 0.5A - 2A.

e The LED will turn red to indicate that the unit is charging. Once fully charged
(approximately 2 hours) the LED will turn off.

NOTE: Once the battery is completely drained, there will be no beep

and the LED will turn off.




Precautions

eAlways check unit for damage before use.
¢ Use only the charging cable provided.
® Do not block any openings on the speaker cabinet or the grill.

¢ Do not attempt to open, disassemble, or modify the unit. Doing so will void
any warranty.

e Store the unit in a cool dry place.

¢ Do not submerge the unit in water deeper than 3 feet for extended periods of
time. It is NOT intended for use as an underwater speaker.

¢ Be sure to shake off any water on the surface and throughly dry the unit after
exposure to water.

e If the unit begins to over-heat or you notice any unusual smells, distortions, or
any other defects immediately stop using the unit and call our technical help
line at 1-646-758-0144, Monday through Friday, 9am to 5pm EST.
