Charging the Unit

1. Plug the included micro USB cable into the micro port on the back of the unit.
2. While charging, the LED charging indicators will blink. When 3 of 5 LEDs are



blinking, the unit is 60% charged. When 4 of 5 LEDs are blinking, the unit is
80% charged. 5 solid red LEDs indicate that the speaker is fully charged.

3. Charge time is 4 hours.

4. During playback, if 4 of 5 LEDs are on, the unit is at 80% capacity. When 3 of
5 LEDs are on, the unit is at 60% capacity.
